


























































































































































































































































































































This book reviews the main trends and issues in Irish community 
work over the past ten years, and raises a number of questions for 
the next decade. Particular developments are critically examined 
by people who were involved in them and set alongside thematic 
responses and overviews. 

The aim has been to focus on issues and questions from the 
1980's which may have important implications for community 
work in the 1990's, rather than to cover every dimension of the 
past decade. Some fundamental questions which emerge concern 
the nature and task of community work; its role in addressing 
injustice, racism and sexism; the relationship between 
community work and the state, community work and religion, 
community work and enterprise. 

The book represents a breakthrough in providing an Irish record 
and analysis of community work concerns here. It is hoped that 
both this publication and the review process from which it grew 
will generate further material for those concerned to understand, 
question, and chart the course of Irish community work past, 
present and future.
