" ntil now, research on poverty in Ireland has had suitable data

| only up to 1987. This study makes use of a major new source,
|

/  the 1994 Living in Ireland Survey, to provide an updated
picture of the extent of poverty in Ireland and who is affected. It forms
part of a substantial programme of research being carried out at the
ESRI sponsored by the Department of Social Welfare and the Combat
Poverty Agency.

Based on in-depth interviews with over 4,000 households, the
findings highlight important changes in the position of different types of
household, and bring out how the benefits of economic growth have been
distributed. Poverty in the 1990s represents an mportant contribution to
informing debates about poverty and anti-poverty policy, and is
particularly timely given the development of the Government’s National
\nti-Poverty Strategy.

Future publications from this programme will build on the base this
study provides, exploiting the potential of the new data for comparative

and dynamic poverty research.
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
